1: Publication Search 
Find the publication ABA Banking Journal; New York 

TIP: no need to use quotation marks or type the whole title out (use keywords) 

 

2: Publication Search 

Find all journals with bank, banker, banking etc in the title 

 

3: Advanced Search (Practice finding a specific article) 

Find the article “In Online Banking, does a half-second matter?” from the publication 

American Banker 

 

4: Advanced Search (Practice use of Image Caption field, proximity operator, refining) 

Find articles with tables, graphs or images that give information on mortgage and rates 
 

5: Advanced Search (Practice searching by Subject (Thesaurus) within one publication) 

Find articles on Bank Acquisitions and Mergers, published in the publication Journal of 
Money, Credit and Banking; Columbus 

 

6: Advanced Search 

Find news articles on the “Bank of England” 
NB: “Bank of England” would be classified as a Company

• Type ABA in the Publication search field.  It is not necessary to type in the entire 

journal title, main keywords from the title will be enough 

 (organization) in the PQ indexing 

 

7: Advanced Search 

Find articles on debt in Europe 

 

8: Marked List  (Practice emailing articles from the Marked List page) 

Email all of your marked articles to yourself 

TIP: Click on Marked List to access your marked articles

• How many issues are available for this journal? 

• Click on the latest issue and browse the articles 

• How far does abstract/indexing go back (Publication Information tab)?

Find all journals with bank, banker, banking etc in the title 

• Type bank* in the Publication search field 

3: Advanced Search (Practice finding a specific article) 

Find the article “In Online Banking, does a half-second matter?” from the publication 

American Banker 

• Search using the Article Title

• Select 

 field.  Type in a key phrase from the title.  It is not 

necessary to type the entire title 

Publication Title

• Once you have found the article, add it to your Marked List 

 field and browse for American Banker 

4: Advanced Search (Practice use of Image Caption

• Select the 

 field, proximity operator, refining) 

Find articles with tables, graphs or images that give information on mortgage and rates 

Image Caption

• Refine using the proximity operator from the drop down menu – WITHIN/3 – so that 

both keywords are found close together in the Image Caption 

 field to search for both keywords 

• View and mark an article of your choice

Find news articles on the “Bank of England” 
NB: “Bank of England” would be classified as a Company

• Choose 

 (organization) in the PQ indexing 

Article Type

• Choose 

 from the drop down menu and add news 

Company

NB: if the company you are looking for is not indexed in the Company field, search in the 

 from the drop down menu and add “Bank of England”.  Use 

quotation marks for a phrase or name that is more than two words

 fields) 

Find articles on debt in Europe 

Location

• Browse the Thesaurus for debt and add to your search 

 from the drop down menu and add europe 

• Limit your search by date to the last 12 months
